b) Vowels (they practise pronunciation and get
to know the activities for learning and
teaching the pronunciation of vowels)

c) Consonant/vowel clusters (they practise
pronunciation and get to know the activities
for learning and teaching the pronunciation
of consonant/vowel clusters)

And compare these to Slovene sounds,

especially the ones that are different from the

Slovene ones.

- Recognize the principles of consonants,
vowels and consonant clusters in speech
and follow them to develop their own
speech and their pupils' speech,

- Recognize the phonemic transcript of
individual sounds, as it is used in the English
Pronunciation dictionaries, and they
recognize how to use the phonetic alphabet
in teaching English to young learners,

- Recognize the characteristics of syllables
and compare them to Slovene,

- Recognize the principles of stress in English
words and phrases and relate them to
suitable learning activities,

- They become aware of certain differences
in standard pronunciation between British
and American English (e.g. the differences
in common words, such as can't, tomato,
dance etc.).

- Can recognize pronunciation mistakes of
individual English sounds (consonants,
vowels and consonant clusters) and correct
them with appropriate activities,

- Know how to read international phonetic
transcripts of known and unknown words in
Pronunciation dictionaries,

- Compare syllabic characteristics between
English and Slovene and can plan activities
accordingly,

- Accurately stress English words and phrases
of B2 vocabulary and use learning and
teaching strategies for stressing individual
words and phrases.

Reflection:

Analyse a recorded speech (their own and of

their colleagues) regarding the pronunciation

accuracy of individual sounds and word stress

and write down their observations in a

portfolio.
