Content (Syllabus outline): 

Družbeni zamiki vplivajo na edukacijske ideale in 
racionalnosti, ki konstituirajo tudi tipe edukacije. 
Predmet obravnava razumevanja šole in šolanja v 
kontekstu razvojnih prelomov in kontinuitet 
strukturiranja družb v preteklosti, z namenom 
razumevanja in problematizacije elementov 
sodobnih šol in mogočih načrtovanj oblik šolanja 
prihodnosti. Izhajajoč iz modernih sistemov 
vednosti, od prehoda 17. v 18. stoletje dalje, 
predmet tematizira načine, kako stava na vednost 
(načini organizacije in institucionalizacije vednosti) 
sooblikuje subjekte, družbene, politične in 
ekonomske prakse in tako (re)producira različne 
regulativne ideje vpisane v teorije, politike in 
prakse šole in šolanja. Te regulativne ideje so vpete 

 Social changes, shifts, impact educational ideals and 
rationalities, and constitute different types of 
education. The course deals with the understanding 
of school and schooling in the context of main 
evolutional shifts that contribute to (dis)continuities 
in the structuring of societies in the past, with the 
aim of understanding and problematizing the 
elements of modern schools and forms of schooling. 
Starting from the modern systems of knowledge, 
from the turn of the 17th to the 18th century, the 
course focuses on the ways in which the 
organization of knowledge (ways of organizing and 
institutionalizing knowledge) transforms subjects, 
social, political and economic practices and thus (re) 
produces different regulatory ideas enrolled in 



v niz socialno -zgodovinskih kontinuitet, zamikov in 
prelomov.  Pri predmetu se bomo ukvarjali  
predvsem s formalnim delom šolanja, v delih pa 
bomo pod drobnogled vzeli tudi neformalne oblike. 
Na tem ozadju bo predmet tematiziral različne 
konceptualizacije, regulativne ideje, zamike, 
prelome in kontinuitete ter načine, kako  se 
določenem času problemi individualnega in 
socialnega življenja, oblikujejo v niz  problematik 
šole in šolanja. Predmet bo podrobno  obravnaval: 
1. »pred šolske oblike šolanja« v antiki; 
2. srednjeveške oblike šolanja; 
3. obdobje razsvetljenstva in vzpostavljanj 
demokracije; 
4. šolanje v času vzpostavljanja nacionalnih 
držav in krepitve nacionalizmov; 
5. prehod iz 19. v 20 stoletje in začetke 
družbene administracije kot nakazovanja socialne 
države; 
6. šolo in šolanje v 20. stoletju – kot proces, ki 
išče posredovanja, ravnotežja ipd. med državo 
blaginje in oblikovanjem sodobnih idej 
individualizma, meritokracije in spola; 
7. problematike sodobne šole med starimi in 
novimi racionalnostmi. 
 

theories, policies, and practices of school and 
schooling. These regulatory ideas are embedded in a 
series of historical continuities and breaks. Our main 
interest will be in the formal part of schooling. 
Against this backdrop, the course will focus on 
regulatory ideas, breaks and continuities, and the 
ways in which problems of individual and social life 
can be shaped into a set of school and school 
problems over time. The subject will be discussed in 
detail: 
1. early  forms of schooling in antiquity; 
2. Medieval forms of schooling; 
3. the period of the Enlightenment and the 
establishment of democracy; 
4. education during the establishment of nation-
states and nationalisms; 
5. the transition from the 19th to the 20th century 
and the beginnings of social administration; 
6. The 20th century, between the state of prosperity 
and the formation of modern ideas of individualism, 
meritocracy and gender; 
7. Modern school between old and new 
rationalities.
